Guidelines for Full Paper Submission

e All manuscripts should be submitted in PDF format through easy chair.

e The acceptable word range for the full paper is 6,000 — 9,000 words, including references,
and should necessarily have sections like Abstract, Introduction, Theoretical background,
Methodology, Data Analysis, Findings, Design Implications, Conclusions, and References.
The manuscript should be copy-edited for grammar and language errors.

APA referencing style should be used.

The font should be Times New Roman, size 12, double spaced, and left-aligned.

Tables, figures, and images should be appropriately named and of good quality.

The paper should be submitted along with a Plagiarism Report and the Similarity Index of
not more than 10%.

e All presenting authors will be awarded an E-certificate.

e Selected papers will be published in a book of conference proceedings with an ISBN which
will be indexed in SCOPUS subject to quality and indexing parameters.

e Selected authors will be invited to elaborate on their research topic and submit the results
to SCOPUS or WOS indexed journals subject to journal quality parameters.
